Member Fisher stated that 
there's an issue with people having a timeframe to respond to something, but they don't receive the 
letter until closer to the date given. Member Mariol addressed Kim Bell, and thanked her for bringing 
the issue of housing and SNAP benefits to the Council's attention.
