I am requesting City Council to adopt [egislation to re-establish the Storefront Reinvestment Program
(SRP), which was initially approved pursuant to Ordinance 187/2020, adopted by City Council on
September 28, 2020. Administered by the Department of Planning, the ordinance authorized funding
from the Comprehensive Plan Funds to provide matching reimbursement grants to city commercial/retail
property owners for the rehabilitation/renovation of their storefront exterior facades located within
Canton’s Core Target Investment Areas, Neighborhood Priority Action Areas and the Gateway
Commercial Corridors, as identified in the Comprehensive Plan.

The program’s purpose is to incentivize investment of existing building storefronts exterior facades in an
effort to improve aesthetics and economic viability, by providing a 50% rebate, up to $25,000 on eligible
expenses, including:

e Bringing the structure into Building Code compliance

¢ Renovation of architecturai/historic details

¢ Facade and related improvements

s Design and installation of new signage

The program has been very popular and successful with more applications than funds would allow in
2024. To date, the program has processed and approved 62 applications which has resulted in over $1.9
million in storefront reinvestment. Applications are pending for 2025, 1 am requesting re-authorization
of the same program for funding in the amount of $150,000. Funds for this program are already
appropriated and in the fund.

I therefore respectfully request legislation which will:
1. Re-establish the Storefront Reinvestment Program
2. Authorize the Auditor to draw his warrants from the Issue 13 Comprehensive Plan Fund in an
amount not fo exceed $150,000.

Dear Madam President and Honorable Members:

I am requesting City Council to adopt legislation to re-establish the approval of a Public Realm
Reinvestment Program (PRRP), which was initially approved pursuant to Ordinance #48/2022,
adopted by City Council on February 28, 2022. Administered by the Planning Department, the
program was created to assists commercial/retail properties within the Downtown Canton
Special Improvement District, the cities B5 Central Business District and target investment zones
located within the Downtown Canton Core Targeted Investment Area, Neighborhood Priority
Action Areas and the Gateway Commercial Corridors; as identified within the City’s adopted
Comprehensive Plan.

The PRRP utilizes Issue 13 Comprehensive Plan funds to incentivize investment and to assists
the cities target investiment zone and business zoning districts aesthetics and economically
viability. The program provides matching reimbursement grants to help fund the
rehabilitation/renovation of the public realm and right-of-ways by providing a 50% rebate, up to
$25,000 on eligible expenses. The public realm is defined as the public spaces and routes
immediately adjacent to privately owned real property that have a shared use and are accessible
by both patrons of a business or the general public; such as parking lots, sidewalks, pedestrian
malls and plazas. Eligible PRRP expenses for the renewed program would include:

Parking Lot Improvements

Congrete flat work / sidewalk repair

Landscaping and aesthetic enhancements

Outdoor dining areas and sidewalk Café improvements
Streetscape furnishings and appurtenances

Kiosks and environmental signage / art

The program was very popular and successful since its origination. The program has processed
and approved 25 applications which resulted in $1.28 million in public realm reinvestment,
Applications are pending for 2024, T am requesting re-authorization of the same program for
funding in the amount of $75,000.

Dear Madame President and Honorable Members:

Centennial Plaza has become one of the most recognizable features in Canton, and the venue
has helped downtown events grow in number and attendance. Over 180 events were held
downtown in 2024, with various geographical footprints. Managing these events safely has
been a challenge to our safety resources. Unfortunately, over the past three years, Canton has
also experienced an increase in complaints in the downtown business district related to
homeless individuals. The Police Department proposes an initiative to address both issues by
creating our second community substation at 309 Court Ave NW, immediately adjacent to
Centennial Plaza. The primary purposes of the new substation will be to increase police
presence downtown and serve as a command post for multiple events. When staffing allows,
the substation will become the headguarters for reinstated bicycle patrols and expanded
walking beats. In conjunction with this program, the Police Department is developing an
outreach team with several community partners dedicated to connecting individuals with
resources related to homelessness, mental health and substance abuse. The cost to lease the
space in 2025 is $27,156.25 ($2,468.75/month beginning February 1%). The cost for a five-year
lease from February 1, 2025 to February 1, 2030 is $151,575.13 according to the following
chart:

RE:  Request for Legislation — Opposition to AT&T’s Proposed Tariff Change
Dear Madam President and Honorable Members:

On January 8, 2025 the City was notified by the Ohio Municipal League that the Ohio Bell
Telephone Company dba AT&T Ohio (AT&T) has proposed a tariff rate change that could
significantly change how the City operates within the public right of way. Under Ohio Law a
public entity can require a third-party public utility to relocate their lines at the third party’s
expense if it is necessary to accommodate a governmental function. However, the Chio
Supreme Court has held that the third-party utility can pass this rate onto the governmental
entity if it is included in their approved tariff language. As such, AT&T has requested to change
their tariff rates shifting these costs. If no action is taken, the new tariff shifting the cost
burden would go into effect on January 18, 2025.

In order to prevent this, the Ohio Municipal League (OML) is coordinating an effort to file a
motion to intervene on behalf of participating entities. To participate, the OML is asking for an
ordinance confirming participation by January 14, 2025. To participate, no financial obligation
is needed at this time. Should one be required in the future, we would return to Council for
approval if necessary.

Therefore, | hereby request legislation that does the following:

1. Finds that AT&T's Tariff Application directly changes and significantly impacts, to
detriment to the city of Canton how this city manages and administers its public rights-
of-way.

2. Authorizes and agrees for the City to participate in and to intervene in the proceeding at
the PUCO in order to challenge AT&T’s Tariff Application and any subsequent and/or
necessary legal, administrative, legislative efforts.

3. States that the City has been advised by the Ohio Municipal League that future financial
and/or other support from the city of Canton may be necessary to the success of a
challenge to AT&T's Tariff Application and any related legal, administrative, or legislative
efforts, and that Canton may take under consideration the specific amount or form of
such financial and/or other support from Canton at a subsequent meeting of this Canton
