Um...he’s been with us before so he knows, please approach the podium when I call your name and give your
name and residential address. And...Mr. Daniel Gates, would you please approach. Thank you.

DANIEL GATES: My name is Daniel Gates. (Audience member coughs). My name is Daniel Gates and | live
in the United States Constitutional Republic. Ms. Madam President, last time | was here | recall you yelling at a
victim that was out here, that was giving information to one of the city employees. You never apologized. This
is the problem that “We the People” are having with you guys. That’s why some, not me, some people may
consider you a psychopath, okay. Mr. Mariol, back to the Probate bit. You saying that they’re not
involved...they’ve been involved from the start of it all, okay. It was your Canton City Police that I called to
come out there to stop an eviction. A self-help eviction that they helped with that. They facilitated this self-
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help eviction. My great-grandmother died and my uncle who lives next door, who is also dodging you guys, by
the way, on the rental...the rental property bit, you know...registering it and you know, accounting himself for
having a rental property at uh...511 Smith Ave, you know. For ten years he charged cash to my great-
grandmother and my grandmother to live there. Never once reported any of that. But they came to the house,
they trespassed me from that house and for me trying to secure assets that are protected under a trust, inside that
house. Well, those assets will never be recouped and the Probate Court can never see ‘em because they got
thrown away with everything else in the house. Thousands of dollars gone, of my grandmothers, that the
Canton City Police Department...that...may I note that the assets were protected under a trust that your police
department came and trespassed me while I was trying to secure that. Just because death happens doesn’t mean
that an eviction...doesn’t mean that they can kick you out. You still have thirty days, you still have a
reasonable amount of time to get the belongings out of the house. Mr. Jason Reese, you still have yet to see any
kind of repercussions for you spending money that you had no business to spend on your own, without, you
know, City Council’s approval. That definitely needs to be looked at. Um...the other thing I want to make sure
that you guys know...I am still sadly disappointed in you guys for not wanting to hear the “Public Speaks”
before you vote on things. That goes to show how little you really care about your constituents voice.
Sometimes we can’t even get you on the phone so we come here. How do | pronounce your last name Miss?
Kim...Kimbrough?

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Please, please don’t address those people, just address me. That’s fine.

DANIEL GATES: I want to thank you for properly praying for us, the Lord’s Prayer. I appreciate that very
much and God bless you and (Inaudible), and We the People.

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Thank you.
DANIEL GATES: F*** you.
PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Awww man. Okay. I just want to say | hope everyone can have a little bit

of dignity and class. 1 just babysat my little toddler grandchildren and they have a little more dignity and class
than that. Okay.

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS
PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Leader Mariol, we are now under Miscellaneous Business. Is there any
Miscellaneous Business you would like to bring forth?

MEMBER MARIOL: | do not have any, no.
PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Does anybody have any Miscellaneous Business? Yes, Member Sacco.

MEMBER SACCO: Thank you. Um...I just have a questions for the Mayor. Tomorrow they’re having a
meeting about the Civic Center. Who’s presenting that and who’s going to be there to represent?

MAYOR SHERER: Uh...That panel will be put on by the Chamber tomorrow. So, they...the Chamber had
asked to do a forum about what’s going on at the Civic Center and so it’s going to be...it’s going to be myself
and Blake Schilling that runs the Civic Center. And you’ve got Mo from Arts in Starks...Arts in Stark, and you
have Chris Goff, which is still the Chairman of Arts in Stark. Because we’re kind of like conjoined twins.
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(Laughter). So...but that forum will be at 8:00 in the morning. Now...when I signed up for this, [ wasn’t
aware that they’re charging everybody $45.00 to get in this forum.

PRESIDENT BAYES AYLWARD: Uh oh.

MAYOR SHERER: So...having said that, I still committed to it, I’m still going to be there. This is the
Chamber, this is not the City. So...but I wasn’t aware of that when | first agreed to doing the forum. Because
I...1 disagree with that Rick, about...the bottom line, it’s our building. We own the building. I don’t have a
problem having a conversation about it, but I...

MEMBER SACCO: Well, uh, who authorized the $45.00 charge to come in?

MAYOR SHERER: Well, the Chamber is...we’re doing this in the McKinley Room. The Chamber is
charging, no the City, anybody that wants to attend the Forum, $45.00 to attend this.

MEMBER SACCO: That kind of excludes the Public.
MAYOR SHERER: I’m not going to disagree with that, Councilman.

MEMBER SACCO: Well, I mean...how do they authorize charging for something like...are we charging them
for the room?

MAYOR SHERER: We are...we will...I believe we are, right? Okay...well, I’ll refer that to Black Schilling.
So...

MEMBER SACCO: Where are those funds going?
MAYOR SHERER: To the Chamber.
PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Go...go ahead Member Smith.

MEMBER SMITH: I'm just a little confused. Are you saying that we, Councilmembers, have to pay $45.00 or
is somebody else...or did you say that we gone take it out the money that we give them every year? (Laughter).

MAYOR SHERER: No. Councilmember Smith, I would...Councilmember Smith, | would encourage you, if
you want to show up, I’d just walk right in that door. No. 1.

MEMBER SMITH: If | want to show up, what?

MAYOR SHERER: If you wanted..if you wanted to attend that tomorrow, I would pro...I would encourage
you to walk right in the door because that is our Civic Center.

MEMBER SMITH: Right.

MAYOR SHERER: But the problem that I have is that when I signed up for this, and | was asked to do this, |

didn’t have a problem with that because we’re making improvements with the Civic Center right now. We’re

talking about having some long-term goals with the Civic Center. I wasn’t aware of this until just recently and
this thing is at 8:00 tomorrow morning, that they are charging anybody that wants to attend $45.00 to get in.
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So, I committed to this and I know this is last minute and I’'m going to be there tomorrow morning, but I can
assure you this will be the last event, and this is where I disagree that when we had the Candidate’s night and
the debate for the candidates that were running for mayor...

MEMBER SMITH: Right.

MAYOR SHERER: ...they charged everybody, the Chamber did...

MEMBER SMITH: Sure did.

MAYOR SHERER: ...we live in a poor city. We do. And there’s a lot of people who can’t afford to obviously
pay that. And this will be, I can assure you, that this will be the last time that I will participate in something...I
know I committed to it, I wasn’t aware at the beginning, but I can assure you that as far as my standpoint, this
will be the last time that I attend something that you have to...

MEMBER SMITH: Right. Well, I'm glad you’re saying that Mayor because see...we’re going to have to bring
that to their attention when they come and ask for that money that they get a year. So, I’'m glad that that came
about, asking, because...

MAYOR SHERER: Well, you’re gonna...you’re gonna get your opportunity, I can assure you. (Laughter).
MEMBER SMITH: Wow!

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Agreed Member Smith.

MAYOR SHERER: Councilman...

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Member Sacco.

MEMBER SACCO: So, they’re charging $45.00 but we’re not charging them to use it? So, where’s this
money going to?

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: To them.

MAYOR SHERER: This money...I’m assuming, Councilman, this money would be going to the Chamber.
MEMBER MARIOL: Madam President.

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Yes.

MEMBER MARIOL.: I think the money might be going to offset the genius amendment that
uh...Councilwoman Smith just mentioned. (Laughter).

MEMBER SMITH: I vote...everybody that agree...aye! (Laughter)...
MAYOR SHERER: You’ll...I’m sure you’ll get your opportunity!

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Yeah. It, it’s. it’s concerning.
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MEMBER SMITH: It is.
PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: It’s concerning, Mr. Sacco, It’s concerning.
SERVICE DIRECTOR HIGHMAN: Madam President.

PRESIDENT BATES AYWARD: And there were some free forums for the race for Mayor, which we all
appreciated and free forums for all of us, and that’s my opinion of how it should be; however, continue.
Member Sacco, did you have more? Nope. Oh, Service Director.

SERVICE DIRECTOR HIGHMAN: In no way, shape, or form, am I saying this to justify it, [ am...I, [ am
sticking up for Blake, so just so everybody knows...

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Blake Schilling.

SERVICE DIRECTOR HIGHMAN: Blake Schilling, Civic Center...Civic Center General Manager, he, at the
initial time this was discussed obviously, was unaware of that as well. That...

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Of that charging?

SERVICE DIRECTOR HIGHMAN: Yes. That transpired afterwards. It is my understanding, in the unsolicited
literature that | have received about the Forum, that I, evidently as the Building Manager, you know | have the
same concerns that you guys do, and Christian and I, funny enough, joked at length about this, but I believe it is
going to offset some of their cost for like the breakfast and stuff. Obviously, your counter will be, well that’d
better be one heck of a breakfast! (Laughter). But I’m uh...just telling what their rationale is and funny enough,
yes, Blake and I, today, talked about this and it’s one of those things where it’s advertised, it’s set,
we...we...tomorrow, so what do we do now. But I did just want everyone to know that this was not, you know,
Blake’s intent to have this transpire like this. This is not...

MEMBER SMITH: But it was the Chamber...

SERVICE DIRECTOR HIGHMAN: Yes, this is the Chamber. But Blake of course, in a show of good will and
wanting to have good...with the Civic Center, he is allowing it there because the Mayor is going to be there and
all that type of stuff so, I do want to absolve Blake from blame in this little conundrum we find ourselves in.

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Alright, thank you very much, Service Director. Yes, Member Scaglione.

MEMBER SCAGLIONE: I...I think hearing some of this...maybe that $45.00 should be directed to the Civic
Center and pay for the lights that will be on during that event.

MEMBER SMITH: I don’t think none of it should be coming from...(Inaudible).

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Alright. Are there any further...very good comments, by the way,
everyone. Are there any further comments under Miscellaneous Business? Oh, Member Kimbrough.

MEMBER KIMBROUGH: | was just gonna say that it was really a wonderful event that we had for Light Up
Downtown. That was wonderful, it was brutually cold, but it was a wonderful day and | thought it was well
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attended. Our Mayor did his first lighting of the tree. I’'m excited that that tree came from Ward 2! I just want
to add that.

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Are there any other points of Miscellaneous Business?

MAYOR SHERER: Madam President, just to add to Member Kimbrough’s remarks...that um, I think Light
Up Downtown was great. It was brutually cold out. I think next year, we’re think...we’re going to be looking
to get that to grow so we’re thinking about maybe doing a Christmas Parade, leading down to Centennial Plaza.
Not as big as the Hall of Fame Parade and stuff like that, but uh, I think it would be really cool to do something
like that, plus, the dropping of the (Inaudible) plus the lighting of the tree, when you get the families down
there. I...I was actually shocked at the amount of people that was down there with their kids because it was
cold out. There was no doubt about that, but I just want to thank everybody that came down, so...
PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Thank you, Mayor. Are there any other Miscellaneous comments?
MEMBER COOKS: Yes, right...

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Yes, I’'m sorry. Member Cooks.

MEMBER COOKS: On the same night as the Light Up...uh...Councilwoman Smith and I were able to go up
and support the Fornash family at the vigil. Very cold, but it went off...

MEMBE SMITH: Very.
MEMBER COOKS:...real well. It went off real well.

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: Thank you very much, Member Cooks and thank you, Member Smith.
Are there any further Miscellaneous Business? No. ...Hearing none, Leader Mariol.

MEMBER MARIOL: Madam President, | move we adjourn.
MEMBER BABCOCK: Second.

PRESIDENT BATES AYLWARD: It’s been moved and adjourned to second (President Bates Aylward should
have said “It’s been moved and seconded to adjourn.”) Roll call vote, please, Madam Clerk.
